The Africa Pentecostal Mission Consultation is taking place in Addis Aba-
ba, Ethiopia, in March 20-23. Main line Pentecostal churches in Africa will converge to discuss how their efforts 
can be combined to establish the church on the Continent of Africa and take the Gospel into all the world. 

Because of you joining us in prayer and 
in finances, we have provided training in major centres in personal evangelism. We have assisted in the plant-
ing of churches and are partnering and strategizing with denominations to reach further afield.
