In our August AM News, we reported that more than 7,000 houses of worship have been closed by the Rwanda
government because of new regulations. Of the 16 churches we planted, only two were allowed to function
as normal. The two churches that remain were allowed to stay open as they had their own church facilities.
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We are looking at our churches with the fewest needs for compliance to be reopened first, so this will be

the first of these challenging reports.

New Regulations for Houses of Worship

1. A church should possess land at least half-
an-acre in size.

2. A church building should be erected on
this site according to certain specifications.
The church must also be in possession of an
occupation certificate.

3. Ifinstruments are going to be used, the church
must be sound proof.

4. Modern toilet facilities must be provided.
5. A paved parking area is required.
6. There must be a well-maintained garden.

7. There must be at least two water tanks to
catch rain water.
