Finally, at the 30th World Missions Conference Pastor Virgil & Linda Amundson of the Shell Lake Full Gospel Church in 
Shell Lake, Wisconsin, in October, 2016, our roof-dream came true! The theme of this conference was “More Than...” . The 
Lord proved to be “More Than...” in meeting the need to roof this house. He also is “More Than...” able to help us finish this 

building project. And...the roof is now ON!
